School Fees  
 

School fees can now be paid!   

An email was sent home in mid October advising that fees could now be paid online.  You 
must  do that through your Powerschool Parent Portal - it cannot be done on the 
PowerSchool App or through your student account.    

Instructions for setting up your parent account are included in this newsletter  on the next 
page.  Please phone us if you need help, or if you can't remember your password or 
username.  You will use the Parent Portal for many things before your child graduates, so if 
you haven't already set it up, we would encourage you to do that soon! 

Fees can also be paid by sending cash or a cheque or by using the debit/credit machine at 
the school.  I will give everyone a few weeks to pay online and will send a paper statement 
home with students who still owe fees in mid November.  To save time and trees, please 
consider paying as soon as you can! 
 
There are some changes to our fee structure this year: 
- all students are charged for their lock rental.  
- any students in the hockey option are charged $40 per term, as hockey is considered an 
"enhanced" option. 
- there is no fee for instructional materials or any option class other than hockey. 
- you may CHOOSE to purchase a yearbook.  Cost is $16.00 
- Gr. 6's are charged $10 for field trips. This covers trips to Des Crossley, The Legislature 
and the pool party in June. 
- Gr. 7's are charged $17.50 for field trips.   This covers the trip to the Telus World of Science 
and the pool party in June. 
- Gr. 8's are not charged for field trips.  Teachers will collect for the Calaway Park trip in 
May when final costs have been determined. 
If you pay for a field trip and do not go, a parent must request a refund in person or by email 
within TWO business days of the trip.

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POWERSCHOOL PARENT PORTAL INFORMATION  

The PowerSchool parent portal provides families the ability to view attendance and achievement information 

for students, as well as access online payments for various school fees.  

¶ Open the internet browser on your computer 

¶ Type http://powerschool.rdpsd.ab.ca/public into the address bar 
 

Creating a Parent Portal Account (If you already have a Parent Portal account, proceed to step A) 

1. Create your Parent Portal account by clicking on the Create Account tab on the login screen and 

entering the information requested. You will create your own username and password in this step. 

2. In the Link Students to Account section, enter your childôs name with the Access ID and 

Password. The Access ID will be your childôs computer log in username, with the letteròPò at the 

end (capital ñPò, with no space between the username and the P). The access password will be your 

childôs computer password. (Alternatively, this information is available from your childôs school.) 

Select the childôs relationship to you from the drop down menu. Repeat this step for each child you 

wish to link to your login. Scroll down and click ñEnterò. If you do not have the Access ID and 

Password for all of your children, additional children may be added later under Account 

Preferences in your Parent Portal Account. 

3. The next time you sign in to the PowerSchool Student and Parent Portal, use your Username and 

Password (not your childôs).  

Logging in to an existing Parent Portal Account 

A. Login to your Parent Portal Account using the Username and Password you previously created. If 

you forget your username or password, click on the Forgot Username or Password? Link and complete 

the information requested. If you do not receive an email with the directions on how to retrieve your 

username or password within 15 to 20 minutes, check your Spam or Junk folder to see if the message was 

directed there. 

B. Once logged in to your Parent Portal Account, view the desired information or add additional 

children under Account Preferences. 

C. Remember to log off when you are finished. 

PLEASE BE AWARE THAT THE ABILITY TO VIEW / PAY FEES IS NOT AVAILABLE ON 

THE POWERSCHOOL APP.
